VICTORIAN EDUCATION WHITE PAPER  
Proposed Changes to Education Act ? September 2005 ? Summary & Implications by Susan Wight
The proposals involve raising the school leaving age to 16 years; updating the free and secular clauses to match today’s politically correct language; formalizing parents? right to choose a school rather than being zoned; make school-performance information publicly available; include the right to access student information in the Act; to set up a Statutory Authority to recommend minimum standards for schools as well as registering and deregistering of schools. It is also proposed that this Statutory Authority would advise the Minister for Education on minimum standards for homeschooling and would subsequently monitor homeschooling. It is also proposed to abolish the Registered Schools Board and transfer its role to a new Qualifications and Registration Authority and to make changes to post-compulsory education authorities. Victorians under the age of 20 will be guaranteed free instruction to complete year 12 at a state school, or a place to study an equivalent qualification at a TAFE. 

The minimum standards discussed for schools cover: Student learning outcomes, Enrolment policies and minimum enrolment numbers, Student welfare policies, Breadth and depth of curriculum programs, Governance and probity, Review and evaluation processes. Implications for Gifted Students in Schools

There is no specific mention of gifted students in the Review document and whether a focus on "minimum standards" will work to the detriment of gifted students is open to debate. The right to choose between schools would be a welcome one to parents who need to shop around for the most appropriate school for their gifted children. In practice many already do this. The proposal that information about school performance be made publicly available may also be of assistance in choosing a school but is likely to focus on results rather than reveal information about which schools are doing individual programming. 

The other issue is the raising of the compulsory school age to 16. Up until now students have been eligible for TAFE courses at 15 and this change could hold gifted students back for a year before they can proceed with their further education. Implications for Homeschooling 

There is no specific information about what the proposed "minimum standards" would entail or how they would be set or monitored. Homeschooling is in fact only referred to in two sentences in the whole nineteen page document. The first is "The Authority should also have responsibility for monitoring home schooling and advising the Minister for Education and Training on the most appropriate regulatory response."(p14)

In the proposals on the following page (p15) one of the points reads: 

"Establish a Statutory Authority with responsibility for recommending to the Minister for Education and Training: 

Minimum standards for the registration of government and non-government schools, 

Minimum standards for homeschooling, 

Information about Victorian schools that should be disseminated to the community"

It is very difficult to tell at this stage what the proposals will mean to home educators as they are quite vague. From a government point of view it seems quite a reasonable concept to set ?minimum standards? but from our point of view it is a matter of how intrusive and judgmental such standards and the monitoring of them might be. Information about how these standards would be set and monitored and the implications if home educating families are judged to fail to meet them is lacking. Gifted homeschoolers may have little concerns about meeting minimum standards but this is assuming that the minimum standards are academic based. If the minimum standards were to tie set curriculum to set ages that would be a major problem for home learners who are currently able to study at their own advanced level. 

Who would be on this Statutory Authority? What powers would they have? What would their experience of home education be? What form would the monitoring take? The concept of a government body having the authority to enter our homes and make judgments about the learning environments and opportunities we work hard to provide for our children is also a concern. 

The review will be presented to the current session of parliament in mid-November. The debate is expected to be held over until next year when a lengthy debate is anticipated with every Member of Parliament likely to speak. The eventual changes, if passed, are planned to take effect from 2007
