Workshop 1 and 2: Life Drawing and Drawing a Portrait (10.30-12.30) Primary – Junior Secondary

Materials: Pencils, cartridge paper

Content: Proportions of the human body; observational drawing with pencil to depict a figure using line, tone and form.

Model: a clothed life model will be used for young children- the model’s fees are included in the cost of the workshop. At the end of this workshop children will have an awareness of the proportions of the human body. They will have learned that a drawing involves line, tone and form and will have experimented with depiction of the model using these elements.Workshop 2: Drawing a portrait

Materials: Charcoal, knead able rubbers, cartridge paper, fixative

Content: Use of charcoal with an eraser to produce a monotonal face study, working in pairs. This can be adapted to a self portrait in a mirror. Proportions of the human face can be included for older children.

At the end of this workshop children will have observed a face with a view to drawing a likeness and learned that a drawing can be made by rubbing out charcoal.

Workshop 3: Exploring the expressive qualities of colour (1.00-3.00)

Primary – Junior Secondary

Materials: Acrylic paints (red, blue and yellow)

Content: Construction of a colour wheel, colour mixing, discussion about harmonious and complementary colours, exploration of different colour combinations to express moods and feelings.

At the end of this workshop children will be aware that colour can be used to portray a mood or feeling. They will have constructed a simple colour wheel to demonstrate harmonious and complementary colours. They will have mixed primary colours to produce a range of colour.
